Dear Superintendent Lehman:

This office received correspondence from Ms. Kimberly Voss expressing a formal complaint against the
Jenks Public School district. Our complaint procedures specify that additional documentation or relevant
information may be provided to this office by the school district as well by the complainant.

In keeping with this procedure, additional documentation has been received and reviewed by this office
regarding the settlement of the lawsuit approved by the District Court of Tulsa County and titled “Joint
Application to Settle a Claim of an Incapacitated Person.” It states: “...Vosses agree po ...hold the
Releasees harmless against any and all losses, costs, expenses, and liabilities (included but not limited to
any medical bills, subrogation claims, medical liens, reasonable attorney’s fees and court cosz"s) arising out
of any claims, demands, causes or actions, liens or suits of whatever nature...brought by any person or
legal entity against the Releasees relating to the incident in April 2004, including the subsequent medical
treatment of Ashley Voss.”

In light of this clarification, investigation of the formal complaint received by this office on October 4,
2005 will include the following issues of compliance under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act
(IDEA):

“Specific pieces of assistive technology listed in Ashley’s IEP and necessary for Ashley to receive a free
appropriate public education were unavailable for her use.”

“Modifications to curricular materials necessary to compensale for her visual impairment were not
provided.”

“Although the OATC report has been available to Jenks Public Schools since early May, 2003, there was
no meeting about the report or the way in which the report would affect implementation of Ashley’s IEP
until September 15, 2005.”

“Sporadic and inconsistent sign language support has been provided to our daughter... Although Jenks
was aware of their interpreter’s absences, a substitute interpreter was never requested from either TSHA
or any other source.”

“Additionally, sporadic and inconsistent use of augmentative and alternative communication (AAC) has
been provided.”
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
